EUROPEAN MUSICOLOGICAL SEMINAR

This on-line seminar is motivated by a common desire to be active as musicologists in
a world currently plagued by crisis and violence. We have decided to organise a
recurrent event, in a modest butdynamic, open and inclusive way, which will allow us
to weave links between colleagues from universities, academies and conservatories
from all European countries who are bearers of as many musicological approaches.
This seminar will explore in a privileged way themes related to current crises (violence,
war, exile, globalization, etc.) or to the construction of Europe (cultural transfers,
appropriations, transnational musical practices, etc.). It will provide an opportunity to
present current projects and to discuss our research and teaching practices and
experiences.

Initiated by IReMus, this online research seminar takes place in English (with visual
support in other languages if needed and linguistic assistance to participants), and is
open to everyone, undergraduate, postgraduate and doctoral students, as well as
music academics and researchers. Colleagues from the five Ukrainian academies of
music are associated to this project.

The first four sessions will take place on 13 February, 13 March, 15 May and 12 June
2023, 3pm-5pm (CET).
